PRESENTATION – Cllr Scrannage – Vice Chairman Osbaldeston PC
Cllr Scrannage Vice Chairman of Osbaldeston PC gave a talk on his road safety project – safer neighbourhood team and also anti social behaviour.
Osbaldeston PC identified issues of concern to local residents which included lack of rural policing, anti social behaviour, road safety and crime  There was a lack of trust in Authorities to deal with it. The resulting project would be managed by Osbaldeston P C with the aim of the project being to disrupt rural crime. It would identify vulnerable people  and social isolation .
There would be a dedicated uniformed presence and volunteers[PC Support Officers] would be trained to a national standard [BTEC]. They will also be provided with the appropriate PPE. The service could also provide safe and well checks – training for this would be given from NW Ambulance service. Lancashire Victims Service would also provide training.
Osbaldeston PC have applied for a National Lottery grant and a decision should be received by January 2023. 
There would be no commitment from SPC as the project would be managed by Osbaldeston.
Questions:
How many hours would the volunteers work per week? 4 hours
If other PCs joined would the number of officers increase? Yes but for the pilot scheme there would be only 2
There would be no other PCs involved during the pilot stage which is initially for 12 months and then further funding would be applied for. The officers would not be local to the area they are working in. An example of duty would be if there was a problem with speeding identified – the officers could use the speed gun to confiim it 

.What involvement is required from SPC?
Commitment would be limited but would like SPC to let them know if Salesbury would like the project to run in its area.  The role is not an enforcement role it is an information role to pass on to the necessary authorities .  It will enable PCs to share information and see what works in this area. 
 Why would people want to become volunteer officers?  The officers would be trained to a recognised qualification level BTEC and this would enable them to move on.
Is this a complete new project ?  not brand new.  North Yorkshire have public safety officers and this has been successful.
Is the Lottery Grant – match funding?  No the grant will cover the whole thing.
The Chairman thanked Cllr Scrannage for his presentation.
