It had been a good meeting and Mr Barker had been very amenable to take things forward and look at a better way of working together – he would be the Council’s contact for the moment.
Mr Barker had looked at a Commons Council – there were only 2 in the country at the moment.  Legislation had been passed in 2013 – this would mean that a Committee would be formed and RVBC would pass over control to SPC – it was felt that this was a major financial commitment and a risk.

Parish Champion Mr Barker had thought that this was a good idea – devolved powers such as putting up the Christmas trees etc were discussed.

Representation from RVBC had been deferred prior to a report from SPC outlining what it wanted to do.
